$26 billion global banana trade.

A healthy snack, banana is the world’s most globally exported fruit, according to the FAO. That’s a reason for
worry as the disease is breaching borders through imports.

India produces 27 million tonnes of bananas annually and grows about 100 varieties. TR4 has infected the most
commonly sold variety, the one you mostly likely have for breakfast: Grand Nain a curvy yellow fruit.

That’s the only way to manage it, according to
Uma, until an effective agent is found.

Healthy skin quickly rebalances the ‘acid mantle’ - a protective layer over the skin - and is unaffected in the long
term by the cleanser’s pH. Skin modulates pH, making skin products function optimally. So, why market pH 5.5
products as “perfect”? Well, for certain skin types (e.g., oily skin) and certain skin conditions (like acne), an
increase in pH can aggravate these skin situations. This might lead to an interpretation that a skin care product
needs to be ata 5.5 pH for optimum cleansing.
